
Regarding Backlog: 

1. An examination held at the end of a semester in which a candidate is examined in the 
subjects taught to him/her in that semester will herein be referred to as a Regular 
Semester Examination. 

2. An examination held at the end of a semester in which a candidate is examined in the 
subjects taught to him/her in an earlier semester will herein be referred to as a 
Supplementary Examination [They may appear for maximum five (5) theoretical 
subjects and three (3) practical/sessional subjects]. A Supplementary Examination shall 
be held at the beginning of the next academic session only for the final year and pass out 
students and shall be referred to as Special Supplementary Examination[They may 
appear for maximum of six (6) theoretical subjects and four (4) practical/sessional 
subjects].
